Homelessness can happen to almost anyone. Just one illness, job loss, or
economic downturn is all it takes for many of our neighbors to find themselves
short on rent or unable to pay their mortgage. At St. Vincent de Paul Society, we
are dedicated to building a Marin County where no one must worry about how
they will access food or shelter if they are facing this type of unexpected crisis.

Today, St. Vincent de Paul is witnessing more and more people fall into first-time
homelessness. Our seniors are a particularly vulnerable group. Tragically, the rising
cost of living can push seniors who were once secure into homelessness.

Tonight, our goal is to raise $200,000 to solve and prevent homelessness for our
vulnerable seniors. Did you know that just $2,500 - $3,000 can help find housing
for one homeless senior and change his or her life forever?

$20,000 will provide services for seven seniors to move from homelessness and
into safe and affordable housing.

$15,000 will provide services for five seniors to move from homelessness and into
safe and affordable housing.

$10,000 will provide services for three seniors to move from homelessness and
into safe and affordable housing.

$5,000 will provide services for two seniors to move from homelessness and into
safe and affordable housing.

$2,500 will provide services for one senior to move from homelessness and into
safe and affordable housing.

$1,000 will provide emergency rental assistance for a precariously housed senior
to stay housed.

$500 will pay a precariously housed senior's utility bill for three months to help
them stay housed during a crisis.

$250 will pay for a precariously housed senior's food for a month so they don't
have to make the impossible decision between food and rent.

$100 will pay for a precariously housed senior’s lifesaving medication for one month.
